A solid understanding of

mathematics concepts and applications is necessary. Experience with technology and blended

learning platforms and teaching practices is helpful. A special education credential is also

desirable, but not required.

Chartwell offers a unique professional growth opportunity for teachers who want to grow their

practice toward including an understanding of cognitive learning profiles and brain-based

educational practices. Professional development is strongly supported by the school, as our

culture values continuous learning and innovation of instructional practice to meet the unique

needs of cognitively diverse learners.
